Nitro’s ambitious programme of developing and producing new musical-theatre includes Mid Scale touring, on-line development work and Generations, a series of creative engagement projects involving professional artists and communities. 

Reporting directly to the Artistic Director, the Artistic Associate will be at the forefront of our commitment to the development of The Market Road Show (see description below). This project is funded by Youth Music and will be delivered to their guidelines specified in the fundraising agreement.

The Artistic Associate (MR) must have a proven record of artistic innovation, working collaboratively and with a diverse range of groups and stakeholders. He or she will possess excellent communication, project management and planning skills. The breadth of Nitro’s musical-theatre vision means that the successful applicant may come from any of a number of artform backgrounds.

Detailed responsibilities will be negotiated with the successful applicant, depending on their skills and experience. The core skills and duties are those detailed below.

Cultural Leadership

• Establish and maintain networks with Nitro’s existing creative database of artists, organisations, community and cultural groups in order to deliver the existing programme

• Liaise with networks regarding Nitro’s and Youth Music’s Project

Artistic Leadership

• Manage the The Market Road project, ie. Coordination of promotion, creatively lead the project team, recruit artists and creative’s, etc.;

• In consultation with the Artistic Director, indentify and work towards the communities involved in Nitro’s work;

• Provide artistic and arts management support and/or advice to artists and groups, where appropriate;

Project Management of Market Road

• Prepare project management plans and timelines in collaboration with the Artistic Director 

• Identify funding to support new projects or initiatives;

• In consultation with the Administrator, prepare draft contracts for guest artists,

• Lead the documentation of projects;

• Lead and facilitate project debriefs; and prepare reports mapping the outcomes of projects.

Professional Development

• Participate in evaluation and planning sessions with company representatives; and

• Undertake identified training to deliver the project where necessary

Collaborating with leading and emerging black artists and performers, Nitro creates dynamic music theatre events that explore the contemporary black British experience. The company takes a visceral approach to story-telling, creating accessible and popular theatre that combines new writing, original music, drama and dance. From musicals to oratorios, from dance shows to opera, Nitro’s productions celebrate black music, inspired and driven by a wealth of styles from reggae, calypso, salsa, soul, jazz and hip-hop to contemporary opera.

The Market Road Show is a modern project that draws on the history of the Market Road Estate in Islington. Leading up to the show, Nitro and artists specialising in different art forms will work with local young people to research, devise, rehearse and produce a site-specific show full of both modern and historical stories from the estate.
